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Presentations

Scientific sections of the symposium will take place in the Opal Hall in the conference
center of Princess Hotel.

- Taxi

Taxi companies “O.K. SUPERTRANS” and “Taxi S Express — 9 1280” provide taxi
services from Sofia Airport. Passengers requiring a taxi should enquire at the official taxi
offices located in the public area of the Arrival Hall. The taxies are parked in front of the
right-hand side exit of the Arrival Hall. The taxi from the Airport to the Princess hotel
should cost about 15-20 leva (7-10 Euro). If you take other taxi, the price may be much
higher.

- Public Transport

The bus line 284 runs between the airport (Terminal 2) and the city center — Orlov Bridge
and the University of Sofia. The buses operate from 5.00 o’clock until midnight every 10 to
20 min. For the Princess Hotel you should change the bus 284 at the bus stop “Pliska hotel”
(12 stops, about 18-20 min.) with one of the following buses No. 213, 214, 305, 313
(6 stops, about 20-25 min.) to the “Central Railway”, which is about 5 min. walk from the
hotel. The bus ticket for each trip within the city costs 1.00 lev and can be bought from the
kiosk near the bus stop or directly from the driver (only Bulgarian leva are accepted).

The Central Railway Station and Central Bus Station in Sofia are very close each other and
in a walking distance from the Princess Hotel (about 5 min.).
